Student Orientation

Main Objective: Obtain marketable skills to attain a position in the Electrical Power Distribution/Transmission area.

The Electrical Power Distribution program prepares students for transmission and distribution line construction and maintenance. Overhead, underground skills such as techniques of changing insulators and cable termination. Other competencies include climbing, pole top rescue, installation/removal of transmission structures, use of fire extinguishers, chainsaw safety, tree trimming around lines, hot-sticking, first aid and CPR certifications. Students are given the opportunity to obtain their CDL license before completion of the course, as it is required to drive the utility trucks. Speakers and tours from industry professionals are scheduled.

Suggestions for Students to Obtain Desired Position:

1. Do not limit yourself to this geographical area! Willingness to relocate to another area will open up more job opportunities. 

2. The best students receive the best jobs.  Strive to do your best throughout the school year.

3. Math, reading and grammar skills are not only important in this program but are critical in doing well in employer pre-employment tests.

4. Be an active learner – ask questions and participate in all aspects of the program.

5. Remember that there is no guarantee of employment when you complete this program. Getting a job is your responsibility.
