Chemistry is waived if you have completed two semesters of high 
school chemistry with lab with a C or greater or college level 
chemistry with a C or greater. 

Complete General Anatomy & Physiology (NWTC Catalog #10806177) 
Students must earn a B or greater in college level general anatomy & 
physiology.
